My friends, 
 
The truth is, the scenario we are facing in the Lago Agrio trial is not very encouraging. In fact, there is a 
significant risk to our case, and therefore, I ask you all to be very careful and on the highest alert for 
whatever might happen. 
 
I wanted to tell you that between Wednesday and Friday of last week, Chevron filed at least two motions. 
One of them asks Zambrano to accept jurisdiction (which is suspicious due to another piece of 
information that they confirmed for me), and the other asks Zambrano to declare everything Núñez did 
null. 
 
BRIEF ANALYSIS – 
 

1. It is legally impossible for both motions to be considered at this time. The recusal has no legal 
basis… But  it could be granted. 

2. Annulment of the prior actions is also legally impossible. But it is a risk with this guy, especially 
if he is taking orders from other characters. I’ll fill you in on the details later.) 

3. An interesting fact is that Chevron addresses the motions to the Acting President, i.e., Zambrano. 
This is a mistake… because legally Núñez still has jurisdiction over the case. I don’t know how 
they are going to untangle this legal knot. The options for these motions for the time being are: 
a. The motions will not become part of the trial and will pass to Zambrano so he can rule on 

them. 
b. Núñez issues an order ruling that Dr. Zambrano be presented the motions  so he can rule on 

them. 
c. The motions are ignored. 

4. It is clear that Chevron does not want anything to do with Núñez, which gives rise to a slight 
doubt, because they might have something better with Zambrano. 

 
OTHER DETAILS 
 
Nevertheless, this is not all bad or worrisome. I understand that Zambrano himself asked Núñez, should 
the case fall to him, that Núñez help him with the orders. That would help with the continuity. The 
problem is, who will carry more weight: Núñez on the one hand, or Liliana and Guerra on the other… 
 
In the end, I don’t know what is going to happen at this point. I am trying to guess and prepare for 
scenarios or possible scenarios, but nothing is certain… 
 
MORE GOSSIP. A few weeks ago, Chevron asked the judge for a few things for the Barros Report. The 
judge denied these requests. Now Barros made the same requests. This is more proof that Chevron is 
controlling Expert Barros. So let’s please not lose sight of his report, and let’s begin to disarm the 
potential effect it may have on the general public and the Court… 
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Colleagues, if you have any ideas, strategies, or plans that you believe we should work on, don’t hesitate 
to say something... I will be in Lago tomorrow trying to set up some things, but I really don’t know 
whether they will work.
